Brief Project Summary

The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program (“JAG”)
provides States and units of local government with funds for state and
local initiatives, technical assistance, strategic planning, research and
evaluation (including forensics), data collection, training, personnel,
equipment, forensic laboratories, supplies, contractual support, and
criminal justice information systems that will improve or enhance such
areas as: 1) law enforcement programs; (2) prosecution and court
programs; (3) prevention and education programs; (4) corrections and
community corrections programs; (5) drug treatment and enforcement
programs; (6) planning, evaluation, and technology improvement
programs and (7) crime victim and witness programs.

The Greensboro Police Department is serving as the lead agency for
the purposes of applying for the FY 14 Edward Byrme Memorial Justice
Assistance Grant (JAG). This grant is a disparate allocation between
the Greensboro Police Department, High Point Police Department and
Guilford County Sherriff's Department; however, an application process
is required. A disparate allocation occurs when a city or municipality is
allocated more funds than the county, while the county bears more than
50 percent of the costs associated with prosecution or incarceration of
the municipality's Part 1 violent crimes.

Collectively, the City of Greensboro, City of High Point and Guilford
County have been allotted 2014 JAG funding totaling $217,853. The
funds will be dispersed as follows: the City of Greensboro $116,639;
City of High Point $45,783; and Guilford County $55,431. Applicants
must make the grant application available for review by the governing
body of the state or unit of local government as well as provide an
opportunity for the public to comment on the application. An MOU,
signed by each jurisdiction’s authorized representative is required from
all disparate applicants.

The Greensboro Police Department will use the apportioned funds
totaling $116,639 for first year costs of a GeoTab Fleet Management
Project.

The High Point Police Department will use the apportioned funds
totaling $45,783 for technology upgrades. The Department proposes
the purchase of a) two high definition television, interactive whiteboard,
projector and two desktop computers are requested to upgrade the
Department's training room and conference room; b} upgrade the
Crime Analysts computer with GIS mapping and other analytical needs:
c} a forensic optical comparator and replacements of barrier filter
glasses for the crime lab; d) ARAS 360 HD software and eleven small
cameras to assist with traffic investigations; and e) 4 TB external hard
drive to upgrade the interview room. Any overage will be funded out

of general budget funds.

The Guilford County Sheriff's Department will use the apportioned
funds totaling $55,431 for two outfitted unmarked vehicles to be used
