For decades Preservation Greensboro has been an active partner, enriching
our city in ways which most of the public has no idea. Since 1993,
Architectural Salvage of Greensboro has kept almost 20 tons of construction
debris from being deposited into our landfills, saving taxpayer dollars and
contributing to our quality of life and the environment. That is just the
obvious contribution ASG makes. More importantly, the organization allows
the City to comply with section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act
as a form of mitigation for the demolition of historic properties in order for
the City to qualify for Community Development Block Grant funding from
the Federal government.

In return for PGI’s contributions to the community, the City has given ASG a
small amount to subsidize rent after moving them from The Depot several
years ago. Today ASG is faced with moving once again as its current location
has been purchased and the new owners are asking us to be out by June 15.
Since ASG provides recycling of old building materials, keeps tons of
construction waste from the landfills and provides a conduit for the City to
use in obtaining federal grants, we are requesting the City assist ASG with its
involuntarv move from its current location. The attached estimate for
moving our inventory and equipment is $18,000 and the move must take
place prior to June 15™.

The positive economic impact of ASG is immeasurable considering what it
provides the City of Greensboro through recycling, landfill waste reduction
and qualifying the City to apply for grants for which it would otherwise not
qualify.
