Rhythm Works adjoins Studio 503, enlarging a campus of creative 
makers’ spaces that will catalyze a new vibrance in East Greensboro. 

Rhythm Works will include 12,000 sq. ft. of indoor rehearsal/
recording/performance space, 3,000 sq. ft. rooftop performance 

space and 15,000 sq. ft. outdoor performance venue. 



NON-PROFIT
• Education-Focused (field trips, 

instruction, mentors and the 
“business of music”

• Open to teachers and students 
during school hours

• Strict security and vetting to 
ensure student safety

• Fee structure tailored to school 
needs, augmented through 
grants



FOR-PROFIT

• Modest monthly membership fee ($20) grants 24/7 access
• Rehearsal/recording/performance spaces for rent
• Two revenue-generating bars (ticket/alcohol sales)
• Roof-top bar and open air venue (ticket/alcohol sales)
